In
the case of the District of Idaho, the determining officer is the Chief Probation Officer. When a request is
made, it will be considered pursuant to Vol.20, Ch. 8, § 850 and a written response will be provided. If
you intend to subpoena judiciary records or the testimony of a judiciary employee, which includes U.S.
